Lost/Missing Children
Purpose: To provide a guideline of procedures to follow when encountered with a report of a missing person.

Immediately upon discovering a person is missing, contact a Ranger and be prepared to provide them with the following information:

· Name, age, and description of missing person – include clothing

· Direction and mode of travel – if on bike give type and color

· Time and location person was last seen 

· Starting point – Parking lot, residence, etc.

· Note any physical or mental handicaps 

Establish a way to contact the parent or person reporting the missing person.  If they have a cell phone, you can provide them with Summit County Sheriff’s Dispatch number 643-2181 to call if they locate the child.  Be sure to get their cell number as a way to contact them if we locate the missing person.  If they do not have a cell phone, they can stay with you and help look, or go to the nearest trailhead or to their vehicle and wait.  Relay this information to the Rangers.  We want to avoid having the person search on their own with no way to contact them in case they locate the person on their own and leave without a way to call of the rest of the search team.
Rangers will coordinate areas to search and provide instruction for you to assist in checking the trail until the person is located.
